 The County Manager and Clerk to the Board are hereby authorized to execute, on behalf of 

Forsyth County, the necessary documents to carry out these purposes, subject to necessary Board 

authorization, appropriation of funds, compliance with applicable bidding and other laws, a pre-audit 

certificate thereon by the County Chief Financial officer, if applicable, and the approval as to form and 

legality by the County Attorney.  The School System is authorized to approve necessary changes to the 

projects within available funds.
