SUMMARY OF INFORMATION:

On December 17, 2020, bids were received for the purchase of three all-wheel drive Dodge Durango Police
Pursuit Vehicles (PPVs) per bid specifications and one bid was received as follows:

The bid offered by Horace G. llderton, LLC,is provided through the North Carolina Sheriff's Association Group
Purchasing Program, a formally organized competitive bidding group purchasing program that offers discount
prices to public agencies, compliant with N.C.G.S. 143-129(e)(3).

It is recommended by the County Manager, the County General Services Director, and the City/County
Purchasing Director that a contract for the purchase of three all-wheel drive Dodge Durango PPVsper bid
specifications in the amount of $33,508 eachbe awarded to Horace G. llderton, LLC,for a total contract amount
not to exceed $100,524.
